A Preliminary Study on the Characteristics of Sexual
Behavior in Korea

The purpose of this study is to explore into the Korean Women's sexual life in
-terms of sexual behavior, sexual attitudes, and sexual experiences. In recent years,
it has been generally recognized in both academic area and general publics that trad-
jtional norms, values, and patterns of behavior have been rapidly changing in Korea,
thus being replaced by new ones.

1. The prevailing preconception that Korean women are sexwise traditional and
conservative seems to be no longer true in the present days.

9. In this country, their sexual behaviors and attitudes at least within their marr-
iage have been already westernized, being very similar to those of western women.

3. Knowledge and information of sexual matters held by Korean women prior to
their marriage seems to be very limited, compared to those of western women.

4, It seems that Korean women have developed positive attitudes toward sex educ-

ation practice in their family.
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
